When two or more 
opponents challenge for 
possession of a descending

Aerial Challenges

 Anticipation
 Position
 Watch the players, not the ball
 Distinguish

– Careless
– Reckless (yellow card)
– Excessive force (send off)

 Contact between hard (elbows) and soft (face)!
